FIRST READING             1 Samuel 17:55-18:9 

When Saul saw David go out against the 
Philistine, he said to Abner, the commander of the 
army, “Abner, whose son is this young man?” 
Abner said, “As your soul lives, O king, I do not 
know.” The king said, “Inquire whose son the 
young man is.” On David’s return from killing the 
Philistine, Abner took him and brought him before 
Saul, with the head of the Philistine in his 
hand. Saul said to him, “Whose son are you, 
young man?” And David answered, “I am the son 
of your servant Jesse the Bethlehemite.” 
 



When David had finished speaking to Saul, the 
soul of Jonathan was bound to the soul of David, 
and Jonathan loved him as his own soul. Saul 
took him that day and would not let him return to 
his father’s house. Then Jonathan made a 
covenant with David because he loved him as his 
own soul. Jonathan stripped himself of the robe 
that he was wearing and gave it to David and his 
armor and even his sword and his bow and his 
belt. David went out and was successful wherever 
Saul sent him; as a result, Saul set him over the 
army. And all the people, even the servants of 
Saul, approved. 

As they were coming home, when David returned 
from killing the Philistine, the women came out of 
all the towns of Israel, singing and dancing, to 
meet King Saul, with tambourines, with songs of 
joy, and with musical instruments.   And the 
women sang to one another as they made merry,

Saul was very angry, for this saying displeased 
him.
